They 

plan to force him to become king; He withdraws from the multitude, 15. Disciples 

take ship, go towards Capernaum, & are overtaken by a storm, 16-18. Christ 

comes, walking on water, 19-21. People take boats & follow him, 22-24. He 

reproves fleshly motives, 25-27. They profess desire to be instructed, 28. Christ 

preaches, & shows them He is the bread of life, & they who reject him are 

without excuse, 29-40. They are offended, 41,42. He asserts & illustrates His 

foregoing discourse, 43-51. They again protest & Christ  gives further 

explanations, 52-59.
