The script used is the pre-exilic 

ancient Hebrew linear script,  

rather than the post-exilic script 

adopted by Jews from the contemporary Aramaic script. 

Reading the Hebrew from right to left, the first letter, Heb (l), 

is the preposition "to, belonging to," and the last three let-

ters, heb. (yhw)is a shortened form of the name of God,      

Hebrew (yhwh), the shortened form was likely pronounced 

"yahu." Baruch's name means "Blessed of the Lord 

(Yahweh)."  

This bulla was without doubt from the impression of Baruch 

ben Neriah , the scribe who wrote to the dictation of the 

prophet Jeremiah (Jeremiah 36:4). Dr. Avigad expressed his        

personal feelings as he worked with the Baruch Bulla as    

having the feeling "of personal contact with persons who    

figure prominently in the dramatic events in which the giant 

figure of Jeremiah and his faithful follower Baruch were in-

volved at a most critical time preceding the downfall of        

Judah."
